Welcome to the trash can band!  We have some exciting things in store for this year!
If you did NOT get the original letter announcing trash can band, please check my teacher page at Bridges to read through it, as it has some important details that will help you to be aware of what to expect. I will make an email distribution list to send out regular reminders about rehearsals, as well as for upcoming performances (some performances we won’t know final details until 2-3 weeks prior to the performance).
The second thing I would like you to do is sign up for the Remind app.  This app allows you to choose how you would like to receive notifications and messages I send out (e.g. text, app notification, etc.).  Also you can respond to me as well with any questions or comments you have.
The Remind system will be used frequently, even more so than email, as it seems to be the quickest and most effective way to get messages out to parents.
If I am ever sick (knock on wood) and can’t make it that particular morning, I will send out a message on Remind to let everyone know.  I will also send out Remind messages for performance info reminders.

The information on this page is in regards to trash can band club dues, as well as attendance expectations.
Part of being a part of the Trash Can Band Club also means we have club dues like any other school club.  
The dues for this year are $20 per student.  These will cover the cost of a shirt for each student, as well as a pair of drumsticks if they do not have their own drumsticks.  Checks can be made to: HUSD #60
Any leftover monies will be used to continue to upgrade and maintain our equipment (it does seem that plastic buckets seem to break sometimes when hit with wooden sticks ).
Also, we would love to have tax credit donations as well to help support the trash can band.  For us to do the 3 required WGAZ competitions as well as the finals, it costs us around $500 altogether.  Tax credit monies help support those experiences for our students, as well as help us to expand our instrumentation to give even more opportunities to our students.
Tax credit donations can be made at the front office, or you can do them online as well (link should be on the school or district page).  If you do make it online, please make sure to select the correct school, as well as to designate it for Trash Can Band.  Any amount of donation is appreciated.  (Note: tax credits can not be used for club fees)
If for any reason the $20 club fee is too difficult for your family right now, please let me know ASAP and what you are able to do, and we will work with you from there.  We do not want your child to miss out on this amazing opportunity.
ATTENDANCE EXPECTATIONS:
All students participating in trash can band are expected to be at every rehearsal.  The success of the group, especially performing at competitions and other outside events, depends on everyone knowing their parts and having had enough practice with the group to feel competent with what they are doing.
Students are to enter campus at 6:55am at the following location (for your school):
Coronado (Tuesdays): Double-gates on west side of school that are directly down the sidewalk from the cafeteria/gym
Bridges (Wednesdays): Kids Club entrance (head through the cafeteria to the gym)
Power Ranch (Thursdays): Gym doors at the front of the school
I am completely understanding when appointments or sickness come up; please message me on Remind or email me if your child is unable to attend on a given day.
If your child is absent and I do not hear from you, then it will count automatically as an unexcused absence.  3 unexcused absences may result in a removal from the trash can band.
Also, if a student is more than 5 minutes late (after 7:05am) it will count as a tardy, and every 2 tardies counts as an unexcused absence.
Again, our success as a group depends on the regular attendance and efforts from every student.  Because our group is highly visible to the public, our students represent not only the trash can band, but also the school and the district.  By attending regularly, they will learn the things they need to be successful and ready for their performances.
